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Sparkling wine is a type of wine that contains significant levels of carbon dioxide, which gives it a fizzy or 
bubbly characteristic. This carbonation can occur naturally through fermentation, either in the bottle or in a 

large tank, or it can be added artificially.

Sparkling wines can vary in sweetness, from very dry (Brut) to sweet (Demi-Sec or Doux), & they can be 
made from a variety of grape varieties. Popular types of sparkling wine include Champagne (France), 

Prosecco (Italy), Cava (Spain), & Sekt (Germany).
